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Welcome to Canterbury Cathedral for this Service 

Today marks the Festival of the Translation of St Thomas Becket, whose 

Martyrdom is commemorated on 29th December. On 7th July 1220, Becket’s 

remains were moved from the tomb in the Eastern Crypt to a magnificent new 
shrine in the Trinity Chapel, in the presence of dignitaries of Church and State. 

The chapel had been completed by 1184, and it was adorned by new stained 
glass depicting the miracles of Becket. As a result of the translation and the 

new shrine, the cult of Becket developed and Canterbury increased its status 
as a major pilgrimage centre. The shrine was demolished in September 1538 

on the orders of King Henry VIII; an inscription and a candle now mark its 
location.
