Led by the Holy Spirit, it has borne witness to 

Christian truth in its historic formularies, the Thirty-nine Articles of 
Religion, The Book of Common Prayer and the Ordering of Bishops, 

Priests and Deacons. In the declaration you are about to make, will you 

affirm your loyalty to this inheritance of faith as your inspiration and 
guidance under God in bringing the grace and truth of Christ to this 

generation and making Him known to those in your care? 

 
Declaration of Assent 
 

I, N, do so affirm, and accordingly declare my belief in the faith which is 

revealed in the Holy Scriptures and set forth in the catholic creeds and to 
which the historic formularies of the Church of England bear witness; 

and in public prayer and administration of the sacraments, I will use only

and said, ‘Here I am, for you called me.’ Then Eli perceived that the Lord was 
calling the boy. Therefore Eli said to Samuel, ‘Go, lie down; and if he calls you, 

you shall say, “Speak, Lord, for your servant is listening.” ’ So Samuel went 
and lay down in his place. 

Now the Lord came and stood there, calling as before, ‘Samuel! Samuel!’ And 
Samuel said, ‘Speak, for your servant is listening.’

Then the righteous will answer him, 
“Lord, when was it that we saw you hungry and gave you food, or thirsty and 

gave you something to drink? And when was it that we saw you a stranger and 
welcomed you, or naked and gave you clothing? And when was it that we saw 

you sick or in prison and visited you?” And the king will answer them, “Truly I 
tell you, just as you did it to one of the least of these who are members of my 

family, you did it to me.” Then he will say to those at his left hand, “You that 

are accursed, depart from me into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and 
his angels; for I was hungry and you gave me no food, I was thirsty and you 

gave me nothing to drink, I was a stranger and you did not welcome me, 
naked and you did not give me clothing, sick and in prison and you did not visit 

me.” Then they also will answer, “Lord, when was it that we saw you hungry or 
thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not take care of 

you?” Then he will answer them, “Truly I tell you, just as you did not do it to 
one of the least of these, you did not do it to me.” And these will go away into 

eternal punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.’

The Ordinands turn to face the Bishop, who addresses the congregation 

 
Deacons are called to work with the Bishop and the priests with whom 

they serve as heralds of Christ’s kingdom. They are to proclaim the 

gospel in word and deed, as agents of God’s purposes of love. They are 
to serve the community in which they are set, bringing to the Church the 

needs and hopes of all the people. They are to work with their fellow 

members in searching out the poor and weak, the sick and lonely and 
those who are oppressed and powerless, reaching into the forgotten 

corners of the world, that the love of God may be made visible. 

 
Deacons share in the pastoral ministry of the Church and in leading 

God’s people in worship. They preach the word and bring the needs of 

the world before the Church in intercession. They accompany those 
searching for faith and bring them to baptism. They assist in 

administering the sacraments; they distribute communion and minister 

to the sick and housebound. 
 

Deacons are to seek nourishment from the Scriptures; they are to study 

them with God’s people, that the whole Church may be equipped to live 
out the gospel in the world. They are to be faithful in prayer, expectant 

and watchful for the signs of God’s presence, as he reveals his kingdom 

among us. 
 

The Bishop addresses the Ordinands directly 

 
We trust that you are fully determined, by the grace of God, to give 

yourself wholly to his service, that you may draw his people into that 

new life which God has prepared for those who love him. 

 
And now, in order that we may know your mind and purpose, you must 

make the declarations we put to you.

Will you uphold and encourage them in their ministry? 
 

All We will. 

 

The Ordinands turn to face the Bishop, who continues
