Find out more about our Cathedral’s unique windows by coming to another FRIENDS’ 
TALK on Friday 21 February at 10.30 in the Clagett Auditorium. Miracles, ‘Madness’, and 
Mistake Identity will explore one of the magnificent Thomas Becket Miracle Windows on 
the north aisle of the Trinity Chapel. In the past, pilgrims portrayed in this window were 
thought to hail from Oxford, Warwickshire, and Essex. In fact, research now hints that they 
may have been from Kent and Canterbury. The Friends have partnered with The William 
and Edith Oldham Trust and The Oxus Foundation to fund a detailed investigation into this 
‘Kent Window’. In this talk, given by Dr Rachel Koopmans, expert on medieval history and 
associate professor of York University, Toronto, and Leonie Seliger, Director of our Stained 
Glass Studio, you will be the first to learn about this important work, which commenced in 
October, celebrating the jewels in the crown of our medieval heritage. £10 Friends, £15

Candlemas Christingle Making 
As we celebrate the presentation of Christ in the Temple, the Christmas and Epiphany 
season finally comes to a close. To mark this, we are making Christingles at this week’s 
Children’s Church, before processing them into the Cathedral as part of the main Sun-
day Eucharist at 11:00. 
We invite 5–11* year olds, accompanied by a parent/carer, to join us for this special 
Children’s Church activity. Children’s Church is free, but with a suggested donation of 
£1 per family to contribute to running costs. *Under 5s are welcome to attend Chil-
dren’s Church, but must be supervised by parents/carers at all times. There are parent
-led crèche facilities for babies and toddlers at the 11:00 service.

Canon Tim’s Retirement - and a request

He will preach at 1100 on his last Sunday morning March 2nd, and over coffee after-
wards there will be farewells; though he will also preside and give a homily at our Ash 
Wednesday 1730 Eucharist. 

Each church 
in the city (ecumenically) has a representative on the Committee, which meets one three 
or four evenings a year to plan advocacy and fund-raising activity locally for the work of 
Christian Aid in relieving poverty and campaigning for justice – with Christian Aid Week in 
May as a particular focus.
